DANCE AGREEMENT GUIDELINES

DRESS CODE

In conjunction with the Chaffey District, ALHS developed dress standards to create a positive atmosphere. The standards
promote cleanliness, safety and decency. Students who wear overly revealing or indecent clothing will not be allowed into
the dance. Dress Code guidelines include, but are not limited to:

Female Dress Standards:

* No overly revealing clothing may be worn including clothing with a plunging neck line exposing excessive cleavage
or clothing cut or split to the navel, split in the front or the side of the body from above or below the waist area or
split exposing the entire side of the body.

* Slits on the side, front, or back must be no higher than mid-thigh

* No see-through clothing or cuts or gaps causing the clothing to be overly revealing

* Dress length should be no shorter than mid thigh

* No apparel that exposes the posterior or the area of the midriff

e Shoes must be worn at all times.

Male Dress Guidelines:

* Dress shirts and dress pants are required at Homecoming and Prom.
* No hats, bandanas, “doo-rags” or wave caps
* No clothing or jewelry that is sexually explicit

rxx+xSchool administration reserves the right to make decisions on student dress based on
appropriateness and good taste.

DANCING GUIDELINES

Student dance movements and mannerisms must fall within the standards of good taste and decency. Dancing that is
inappropriate, overly sexual in nature, or bothersome is not allowed. Students must be upright when dancing. Groping,
bending over with hands to the floor, being on the floor, or straddling is not tolerated. Physically dangerous dancing or
movements such as “slamming” or “moshing” are not permitted. School officials reserve the right to make decisions
on suitable dance movements.

The above-mentioned behaviors and acts will not be tolerated and individuals or couples engaging in such acts
or movements will be removed from the dance and parents/guardians will be contacted. No refund will be made.

BEHAVIOR

All students that attend must pledge to refrain from the use of alcohol and other drugs before, during, and after the dance;
refuse to drive under the influence or ride with any driver suspected of driving under the influence of alcohol and/or drugs;
agree to have a safe and sober Dance; and to obey any and all instructions given at the Dance by authorized personnel
and/or ALHS administration. **Violation of any of the above mentioned may result in suspension and law enforcement
notification.
